 A sketch is a rough first drawing which helps you plan your work. 
 Shading is used to add depth or shadows to a sketch. 
 Tone is the lightness or darkness of something. 
 Shading and tones are created by varying the pressure applied 

while using the drawing material. 
 Hatching and cross hatching is uses to show tone and texture. 
 Still life is a painting or drawing of an arrangement of objects. 

They typically include fruit, flowers and other objects that contrast 
in texture. 

 Composition is the arrangement of shapes or objects in the 
picture.
