o Maps are useful because a map can allow you to accurately plan
a journey, giving a good idea of landmarks and features you will
pass along the route, as well as how far you will be travelling.

e A map of Marbury Country Park is a ‘smaller scale’ map than the
map of the school grounds as it represents a larger space at a
lower level of detail.

e Using a map scale means the distance between places is shown
accurately. It is the size of an area compared to the size of the
area’s smaller representative on a map.

« All maps use symbols to represent human features and physical
features of the landscape.

e Symbols are useful as they prevent maps from being covered in
too many word labels.

e Map keys show what each symbol means clearly, making it easier
for someone to read and interpret the map.

e A bird's-eye view is an elevated view of a place from above.

e A measuring tool can be used to identify the distance between
places on a map.
