o Images of Jesus tend to show ethnic characteristics similar to those
of the culture in which the image has been created.

e The Rosary is a series of prayers. It is a Catholic form of prayer
using beads. When Christian people pray the Rosary they meditate
on (think about) the life of Jesus. It is a cycle of repeated formal
prayers, such as the Lord's Prayer and the Hail Mary, done while
thinking about important events in the lives of Jesus and Mary.

e Arrosary can also be the series of joined beads that a person holds
while saying these prayers. Rosary beads help some Christians to
count their prayers and know what prayer to say.

e Most rosary beads also have an image of Jesus.

e Gospel means ‘good news’.
