« The Parable of the Tax Collector and the Pharisee teaches
people to pray with the right attitude. The tax collector had
pleased God, as he had been humble and asked for forgiveness,
whereas the Phraisee only prayed about what a good person he
was.

o The Parable of the Friend at Midnight teaches Christians that
they need to be persistent with their prayers — pray without
giving up. If you pray consistently, then your prayers are more
likely to be answered.

e The Parable of the Judge and the Widow explores the
relationship between a Christian and God.
